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LEGISLATURE UPDATES 
 
The legislature adjourned sine die at midnight on March 9th. In the end, several bills that had been 
moving through the process and that were of concern to social justice advocates did not pass. Several of 
these did not get out of the Senate Judiciary Committee, where Senator Charles Trump, a Republican 
from Berkeley Springs, was the committee chair.  
 
The most important of these were: 
 

HB 4299: Permit teachers in K-12 schools be authorized to carry concealed firearms as a 
designated school protection officer. This bill passed the House but died in the Senate 
Judiciary Committee. 
 
HB 4654: Removing bona fide schools, public libraries, and museums from the list of 
exemptions from criminal liability relating to distribution and display to minor of obscene 
matter. This bill passed the House of Delegates but died in the Senate Judiciary Committee. 
A last-minute attempt to amend it into another bill failed. Thanks to the West Virginia 
Coalition for Truth in History, West Virginia Library Association, and West Virginia 
Association of Museums for their efforts to stop this bill. 
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HB 4313: Creating the Parents’ Bill of Rights passed the House of Delegates but died in the 
Senate Judiciary Committee. It was similar to other bills that also did not move. 
 
SB 448: Requiring age-appropriate instruction on Holocaust in public schools – in the 
Senate. This died in the Senate Rules Committee. 
 
SB 870: Restoring Sanity Act. This bill died in the Senate Judiciary Committee. 

 
HB 5297: Relating to prohibiting pubertal modulation and hormonal therapy when provided to 
assist in a gender transition, where it died in the Senate Health and Human Resources 
Committee. Senator Mike Maroney, a physician and Republican from Glen Dale, was the chair of 
this committee. 

 
HB 5243: Relating to Women's Bill of Rights. This died in the Senate Judiciary Committee.

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IT IS TIME TO VOTE! 
 

CCSJ is a 501 (c) (3) organization, so we do not promote or endorse candidates. We do promote voting! 
Here are the important dates for the primary election: 

April 23 - Deadline for any new voter registrations or any voter changes before Primary Election.  

To check your registration status, go to govotewv.com. Under the “Online Voter Tools,” you can 
register for the first time, update your registration if you have a new address, a new party affiliation, or 
want to change your registration from a political party to non-party affiliation or independent. You can 
also just check the status of your registration. For instance, if you have not voted recently, you may need 
to re-register. The “Voter Information” tab will tell you the forms of identification you need to show 
when you register to vote or when voting for the first time. 

Check the Frequently Asked Questions tab if you are uncertain about your eligibility to vote. For 
instance, you can vote in the primary if you are 17 years old and will be 18 by the time of the general 
election in November. You must be a U.S. citizen (born in the U.S. or naturalized). There are options if 
you are unsheltered. West Virginia law says that you must be a legal resident of the state for thirty days 
with the intent of making West Virginia your permanent residence. 

Under the “Register to Vote” tab, you have several options to register to vote or update your voter 
registration online. 

May 1 – May 11- Early Voting 9:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. daily (except Sunday). There are three early voting 
sites in Monongalia County: Mountaineer Mall, 5000 Greenbag Road, Morgantown, WV 26505, (Front 
side of Mall next to Mylan); Mason Dixon Park, 79 Buckeye Road, Core, WV 26541 (In the red barn); 
Suncrest Towne Centre, 525 Suncrest Towne Centre Dr., Ste. 101, Morgantown, WV 26505 

May 8 - Last Day to request an Absentee Ballot for Primary 

May 14 - PRIMARY ELECTION DAY. Polls are open from 6: 30 a.m. to 7:30 p.m. If you are in line at 7:30 
p.m., you may still vote. If you appear at the polls at 7:31 p.m., you will not be permitted to vote. 
 
Monongalia County voters will be voting on the renewal of four levies that must be approved by 60 
percent of the voters to pass and a school bond issue that must be approved by 50 percent of the voters 
to pass. All of the levies have social justice implications as they would continue support for the 
Morgantown Public Library System, Mountain Line bus system, volunteer fire departments and 
Morgantown Fire Department, and parks, trails, and recreation (county parks, West Virginia Botanic 
Garden, rail trails, etc. The bond issue is for the proposed Renaissance Academy focused on STEM 
(science, technology, engineering, and math) for the county high school students. 
 
Monongalia County voters will also be electing members of the Board of Education, judges, and 
magistrates. These are the final elections for these positions, while voters will be choosing candidates 
for the November election for members of the state legislature, members of Congress, governor, etc. 
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Voters who are registered as Democrats, Republicans, Libertarians, or Mountain Party members MUST 
vote the ballot of that party. Voters who are registered with no party affiliation, may choose any of the 
above four ballots but must tell the poll workers they choice. If not, they will be given a ballot that only 
includes races and issues with no party affiliation: levies, bond issue, Board of Education, and judicial 
officers in Monongalia County. Everyone will have the same ballot in November.
